Volunteers can sign up to pray at the
school their kids or grandkids attend,

or they can represent a school in their
community. Volunteer leaders and
participants are both needed to cover
everyone in prayer and represent various
schools across the area.

“We have a responsibility as Christians
to be a church who gets outside of our
building and cares about our community,”
said Hannah Robbins, Co-Director of WC
Kids. “So many students and educators
come through our doors on Sunday
mornings, and we want them to know
that we are a church that cares about
them seven days a week! There can be a
lot of anxiety that comes with beginning
a new school year—for students and
teachers alike—and praying over the
future makes it a little less scary. It's a
reminder that no matter what, God is
present.”

Participants will use a provided prayer
guide to pray over students, faculty and
staff members, and volunteer leaders
will be provided a yard sign to advertise
in a designated area at the represented
school beforehand. This will let the
school and the surrounding community
members know they can pray, too!

“Whether you have children or
grandchildren that attend the school
or even work at the school, praying
together for our schools is vitally
important,” shared Rev. Joy Roberson. “If
you have a school in your neighborhood,
you can choose that school to walk at.”

On the morning of the Back-to-School
Prayer Walk, at 10 a.m., participants will
gather to pray for their school. Everyone

will receive a prayer guide,
provided and made by the
church, and begin walking the
school campus to pray. Volunteer
leaders will be responsible for
gathering the material from the
church, handing out guides and
walking through the school with
other participants, praying along
the way.

“Each year of a child’s development
brings different anxieties and growth
stages, so being in prayer for our
children to know they are loved by
God and created as unique individuals
who are loved is so important,” shared
Roberson. “We pray for safety for our
schools, for peace and kindness to be
present in the halls and classrooms. For
stimulation of the students thinking and
reasoning and learning who they are as
well as what is taught. For patience for
teachers and staff as they are constantly
challenged each day. For funding for
the needs of each school and their
programs...”

Volunteers leading the Back-to-School
Prayer Walk at each school will need to
pick up the printed prayer guides and
the sign before the event. On Saturday,
Aug. 12, they will bring the supplies to
the school and pass out the guides to
the participants who show up to pray.
Electronic copies of the guides will also
be emailed out for those who would like
to view it on their phone or device.

“It's important for us to intentionally
make time to support our schools with
prayer because it shows that we as a
church care about our community, and
we want God to make himself known in
the day-to-day lives of our students and
teachers,” Robbins said.

in terms of students. O.H. Stowe and
Bellaire have roughly 600 students while
Van Zandt has about 300.

“We are in constant communication
with school staff to meet needs,” said
Dedra Moffat, Outreach Assistant. “They
all are Title 1 schools and have a large
number of kids in need.”

The schools drive the process every
August. The school staff members also
identify the needs of the current school
year, which vary from year to year. After
needs are identified, WC’s Outreach team
collaborates with them to find the best
way to meet needs with allocated budget.

There are not additional specific
individual needs for each school, but the
overall needs are considered throughout
the school year. “We work with the
school counselors and other staff to
provide any needs they may have,”
Moffat explained.

“This can change based on an
unexpected need. Mostly, we focus on
food insecurity through Filling the Gap,
school supplies, Angel Tree recipients,
teacher appreciation, and Thanksgiving
Boxes for families.”

White’s Chapel has already established
teacher appreciation plans for two of our
adopted schools. O.H. Stowe and Van
Zandt have lead volunteers who host
staff luncheons, plan special surprises,
write cards, provide baked goods, and
buy personalized gifts about six times
throughout the school year. Each school
has different volunteer teams from the
church.

“We hope to implement a teacher
appreciation group to Bellaire this next
year,” Moffat added. “We need volunteers
to take this opportunity.”

in the past 12 months. Residents of Collin,
Dallas, Denton, Ellis, Hunt, Johnson,
Kaufman, Parker, Rockwall, Tarrant, or
Wise counties are eligible.
Cancer-related treatment costs include
medical treatment, chemotherapy,

radiation, surgery, and medications, as
well as doctor visits.

Each person’s grant is based on their
individual circumstances, such as existing
health insurance coverage, amount of
medical bills, and financial background.
Grants can be up to $3,500, and money
is sent directly to treatment providers.
